Context and Role

This internship has been designed to provide a hands-on experience for individuals interested in approaching the
construction materials reuse sector. It is particularly aimed at those interested in sustainable materials resale careers,
researchers in this field, or young designers eager to explore materiality issues. The intern will join the sales team
(Out Team) at Rotor DC, which consists of 2 interns, 5 sales and prospecting collaborators, and one coordinator. This
is a professional immersion agreement for 3 days/week with alternating schedules between Saturdays and
Wednesdays. An extra day later on in the internship can be discussed.

Main Tasks under the supervision of a sales collaborator:

Welcoming, advising, and providing information to customers

Preparation and follow-up of orders

Shelving of new arrivals, restocking, and showroom arrangement

Participation in team meetings

Optional: In the case of a 4/5th time commitment, the internship is complemented by one project day based on
the candidate's profile and the organization's needs.
